Pacific Rim School District covers much of Central Vancouver Island’s rugged, picturesque West Coast serving a
regional population of approximately 31,000 residing in the communities of Port Alberni, Tofino, Ucluelet,
Bamfield, and other remote communities. The district is home to 4000 students, 36% of whom are of Indigenous
Ancestry, in two secondary schools, eight elementary schools, and one K-12 school. With a $49 million dollar
operating budget in 2026/27, the district has a successful alternate learning centre, a strong French Immersion
program, a thriving international student program, and a busy continuing education program. The district is
committed to the success of all students and has strong connections to early learning, community wellness and
mental health support, as well as the region’s two major post-secondary institutions. The school district employs
close to 500 employees.

Itis an opportunity for
an experienced and skilled educator, leader, and manager to work with our Board of Education, Partner Groups,
and communities to shape outstanding, relevant and meaningful educational experiences and outcomes for all
students.
